2. Sample Sizes and Composition.  Describe the sampling strategy and methods to be used.  Provide descriptions of control and experimental groups.  Justify sample sizes.  Indicate method of recruitment for human subjects, if appropriate, including selection (inclusion) and rejection (exclusion) criteria. 

3. Methods of Analysis.  Briefly describe the proposed methodology.  Describe in detail any new methodologies and theirs advantage over existing methodologies.  Use appendix if necessary to fully describe novel or complex procedures.

4. Evaluation and Data Analysis.  Describe the methods that will be used to evaluate the data.  Indicate the statistics that used to describe the data (i.e., descriptive statistics) and to test the hypotheses (i.e., inferential statistics).
